Principal’s Report:  

• Reminder to all parents that school starts at 8:10am in the morning not 8:20am. When your child 
comes in pass 8:10am, they’re missing all the homeroom announcements like a school 
newsletter backpack home for parents, homework assignment, school announcements.

• School Safety rules, policy and procedure is from NYPD and School Safety Agent, not from 
PS/IS102. The school MUST follow the rule to ensure our student is safe in school setting and 
especially pickup during school hours. We need to verify parents/guardians with valid ID; photo ID 
is not acceptable. Recently the school came across a new REAL ID because there is an online 
application that allows people to carry REAL ID photos. Mrs. Weinstein will follow up to get clear 
clarification from the Borough Safety Director about REAL ID photo app allow.

2. Regarding the Chinese Dual Language program, what is the enrollment process and criteria? 
The Chinese Dual Language enrollment application start from kindergarten through 2nd grade. 
The class always fills up quickly in kindergarten applications. The class seated 25 students. If the 
child enroll in Chinese Dual Language for 1st grade or 2nd grade, we recommend the students has 
some Chinese spoken language because we do not want the students to be a little bit far behind 
from the group of Chinese dual language students who have been having the curriculum done in 
kindergarten. We never discourage students wiling to learn 2nd language. The dual Chinese 
teachers will do screen interview with the students and parents to ensure parents understand the 
program and the criteria curriculum of the program.
